AIT Checkpoint Script

Please be advised this Transportation Security Administration checkpoint uses Advanced Imaging Technology to keep the traveling public safe. 

TSA uses Imaging Technology to enhance security and reduce the need for additional screening. 

Imaging technology looks for any items – metallic and non-metallic – that might be anywhere on the body.  Before you go through this technology, we strongly recommend removing ALL items from your pockets and certain accessories that you might be wearing, including your wallet, belt, bulky jewelry, money, keys, and cell phone.  

Removing all of these items will reduce your chances of needing additional screening after you exit the machine.  The officer who looks at your image cannot see you, so any irregularity that appears on the screen will require inspection to determine what it is.  

To avoid the chance of leaving any of your personal items behind, we recommend that you place them in your carry-on bag prior to entering the checkpoint.

Use of this technology is optional for all passengers.  Passengers who choose not to undergo this screening will receive alternative screening, which could include a thorough pat down. If you do not wish to undergo imaging technology screening please advise the Transportation Security Officer operating the unit.

TSA protects passenger privacy by ensuring the officer operating the unit never sees the passenger's image and the officer viewing the image never sees the passenger. All images are immediately deleted and cannot be printed, stored or transmitted. In additional a privacy filter is applied to blur all images to protect the passenger's identity. 

The use of Imaging Technology presents no health or safety concerns for any passenger, including children and pregnant women.
