Just a reminder that the application period for Priority 2 Shovel Ready Capital Projects and Priority 3 Capital Projects, closes at 11:59PM EST on June 29, 2009.  Your applications should be submitted through grants.gov.  

We did receive the submissions for the OPack projects that we are reviewing now.  Some applicants experienced technical difficulties when submitting their applications through grants.gov.  For this reason, we would like to encourage you to submit your applications early. 

Also, if you do run into any difficulties with grants.gov, please contact your technical representative as soon as possible so that we can address those difficulties.  We will not let any technical difficulties that you may experience interfere with the application process.  Those are all of the announcements.

Questions and Answers: 
Phillip Hoffman (NY): Can we have multiple projects in one application or multiple applications?  

Ginny Wise:  You may submit up to ten investments in one application. 

Phillip Hoffman (NY): When we have multiple projects in one application do we submit more than one Project Abstract form and Detailed Budget form?
Ginny Wise:  The IJ addresses the various different projects that are submitted under one application.  The project abstract and budget would address all projects submitted under that application.

Phillip Hoffman (NY):  Our timelines are different from those of our sub-recipient. Do we need to wait for the sub-recipient to complete their part of the application before we can submit our application? 

Ginny Wise:  Yes. You would need to wait for the application to be complete with the information from the sub-recipient included before you hit the “submit” button in grants.gov.  Once you hit the “submit” button, you cannot alter your application in any way.
