We are a short line railroad that operates in a high-threat urban area (HTUA), and own about 90 miles of right of way through the HTUA. While we ourselves do not transport any rail sensitive security material (RSSM), there is a large volume of other railroads that use our right of way that do transport RSSM.  There are approximately 200-250 trains that operate over our right of way per day.  We are primarily a dispatch railroad, and do not have our own crews, but we would like to know if we are eligible to apply for a vulnerability assessment and security plan. 

We understand that you are in a tough situation, but the guidance is very clear on eligibility for short line railroads.  The first criteria for eligibility is the transport of RSSM via a rail or tank car, so unfortunately you would not be eligible for grant funding this cycle.
