Could you go over what was discussed at the FY2010 FRSGP workshop?

We provided an overview of the FY 2010 FRSGP program and discussed allowable costs, types of eligible applicants, funding priorities, the application process, and the Environmental Planning and Historic Preservation (EHP) process.  The EHP process primarily does not affect FRSGP except for those applying for the bridge projects.
