We are having difficulty coming up with the 25 percent (25%) match that is required for a training project.  As a (Short Line) Class II/III railroad, we do not have access to the same resources as the larger Class I railroads.  Are there any concessions that can be made for the Class II/IIIs if they are not able to meet the match requirement?

A 25 percent (25%) match is required for all classes of railroads for all projects except vulnerability assessments and security plans in FY2010.  While this requirement may change in future years, it is written into the FY2010 FRSGP Guidance and Application Kit and will not change for FY2010.
A Canadian owned freight rail company, which leases tank cars and operates in the U.S., would like to apply for a GPS project.  They have hundreds of railcars.  Would they be eligible to apply?  Could they request funding to install GPS systems on all of their railcars?

Canadian owned companies with U.S. based operations are eligible to apply for grant funding and may apply for funding to install GPS on those railcars, which operate in the U.S. and are part of their U.S. based operations.
