If you have a client that has back payroll taxes he must pay, does that affect his eligibility to apply for the IBSGP grants?

Please explain the situation and include the details as to whether there is IRS involvement, a court order, etc. so that we can fully understand the situation and may forward the question onto our FEMA finance office if necessary.  
Could you give us a broad overview of what the FY2010 IBSGP grants will fund and how that differs from the FY2009 IBSGP program?

You can find this information in the first few pages of the FY2010 IBSGP Guidance and Application Kit, which is currently available on our website.  The FY2010 IBSGP Fact Sheet and Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs), which will be posted to our website (www.tsa.gov/grants) soon, also provide a good overview of the funding priorities and key program changes.  Overall, there are not too many changes from last year.  Vulnerability Assessments and Security Plans continue to be the highest funding priority.  Other funding priorities include training, exercises, public awareness campaigns, vehicle security enhancements, facility security enhancements and passenger screening.  These are the same funding priorities that we had in FY2009.  A key change to the program for FY2010 is an increase in management and administration (M&A) from 3 percent (3%) to 5 percent (5%).  Also, project minimums have been removed for FY2010.  Last year, applicants had to meet certain project minimums to be eligible to apply.

We have a group or consortium of bus companies that would like to apply, how do they go about it?

Please submit the question in writing to ASKCSID@dhs.gov and TSAGrants@tsa.dhs.gov as this question is best answered on a case-by-case basis.  Describe the nature of the consortium, explain how it operates and identify the primary bus company so that we can better address your question.  

If a bus company has several locations and cannot meet the 250 bus minimum to be eligible to apply as a Tier I bus company, can they apply as a Tier II?

If the bus company does not meet the 250 bus minimum to qualify as a Tier I bus company but otherwise meet the qualifications for a Tier II bus company, they may apply as a Tier II applicant.  They may apply for one project that will be implemented at several locations so long as the project is the same type, i.e. facility security enhancements.  Please break down the project by location in the investment justification when applying this way.  If the locations are owned by different companies then each company should submit their own application.    However the applicant plans to manage the grant is the best determinant of whether they should apply for one project or several, up to the three project limit per applicant.
