Where do we put the Central Contractor Registry (CCR) number in our application?  It almost seems like we need to validate the CCR number and then submit the application separately.

Page 11 of the Intercity City Bus Security Grant Program (IBSGP) Guidance and Application Kit states that the on-line application must be completed and submitted using www.grants.gov after Central Contractor Registry (CCR) registration is confirmed.  If you experience difficulties confirming your registration or have any questions about how you confirm your CCR registration, you can contact the grants.gov Helpdesk or customer support hotline at (800) 518-4726.  They know the process for certifying your registration and for filling out the forms that are necessary when submitting an application.  You can also contact the FEMA Call Center by phone at (866) 927-5646 or send an e-mail to ASK-GMD@dhs.gov.  You can find all of their contact information on page 38 of the guidance.  

What is the grants.gov system asking for when it asks for mandatory attachments?

For the IBSGP, the mandatory attachments are the Investment Justification (IJ), Detailed Budget Worksheet, and if you have a current security plan, your signed security plan certification.  These forms are mandatory as part of your application. 

The application form allows us to add attachments and other attachments.  Which one should we use?  Should we just use the same process we used last year? 

You may use the same process for submitting your attachments as you did last year.  However, if it seems different from last year or if you experience difficulties when you submit your attachments, contact ASKCSID by phone at (800) 368-6498 or by e-mail at ASKCSID@dhs.gov.  They are available Monday through Friday, 8:00 AM – 6:00 PM EST.
The application form now has the revised application due date of February 18, 2010.  The old form has the original application due date of February 12, 2010.  Do I need to transfer all of my information from the old form onto the new form or can I submit the old application form?

As long as the grants.gov system accepts the application form which has the old application due date of February 12, 2010, you may submit that version of the form.
