In prior years, operational activities were allotted a higher percentage of the overall grant funding.  In FY2010, that percentage is now reduced to 20 percent (20%).  Can you comment on why your Priority Group One projects are still considered the highest funding priority when the percentage of funding allowed for operational activities has been reduced to 20% in FY2010?  

This grant guidance is consistent with previous funding ratios and does not represent a change.  The 20 percent (20%) of total TSGP funding limit on operational activities is mandated per the definition of operational activities in section 1406 the Implementing Recommendations of the 9/11 Commission Act of 2007 (the 9/11 Act) and applies to Priority Group A.  The projects in Priority Group A emphasize cost effective projects that have a high efficacy in reducing risk and can be implemented quickly, regardless of appropriated amounts.  There are no restrictions on the amount of funding that can be awarded for other Priority Groups.
